She has toured with Lilith Fair, and artists such as Dar Williams and Mary Chapin
Carpenter. Her songs have also been featured on televisions shows such as Dawson’s Creek,
Felicity, Alias, Chicago Hope, and Grey’s Anatomy.

With five major-label releases in her career, Curtis is now working on her sixth CD, Long
Night Moon with Compass Records, and she is currently touring in support of the CD.
