The National Merit Scholarship Program, established about 40 years ago, honors
academically talented high school students nationwide. National Merit scholarships are
underwritten by about 600 organizations and institutions, including corporations and
campuses.

IWU, founded in 1850, offers a College of Liberal Arts, College of Fine Arts, and
a four-year professional School of Nursing. A $25 million Center for Natural Science
Learning and Research will be dedicated on Oct. 7. A $15 million athletics and
recreation center opened in the fall of 1994. The Carnegie Commission for the
Advancement of Teaching promoted Illinois Wesleyan to a "Baccalaureate 1" institution
in 1994, a classification that places it among 164 highly selective National Liberal Arts
Colleges in the annual U.S. News & World Report rankings.
